Sample Tongue Twisters

One black beetle bled only black blood 

But the other black beetle bled blue

The tip of the tongue the teeth the lips

The lips the teeth the tip of the tongue

If Peter Piper picked a peck of pickled peppers

What kind of pickled peppers did Peter Piper pick?

Song Lyrics (to Pop Goes the Weasel)

The air begins at the diaphragm (staccato)

Then works its way to the lar-----ynx (fermata- hold it out)

The vocal chords vibrate creating the sound (making a ghost-like, exaggerated vibration)

Pushing it up through the pharynx (explosive “p” on “pushing” to emphasize the air pushing)

Soft palate, hard palate, tongue, teeth and lips (over articulated, staccato) 

Help to shape the sound (still over articulated and slower)

Open up and let it out

La….. the music is found. (“La” is just them singing the first note of the next line)

(Cheesy, I know but it will get help them remember the order as well as get them to sing when they aren’t worrying about it.)
